L. GENERAL DESCRIPTION OF MATERIALS SUBMITTED

The list of scientific publications of the candidate in the competition for professor,
associate professor Dr. Ognyan Kachev, includes 1 13 titles.

They can be classified into the following groups:
« Monographs ..- 2, one of which co-authored;

o StUAIOS. o - 4;
« Articles and scientific reports - 106.

The publications fully correspond to the requirements for scientometric indicators,
with a view to occupying the academic position "professor”.

II. GENERAL CHARACTERISTICS OF THE CANDIDATE'S TEACHING
AND RESEARCH ACTIVITY

According to its purpose, the scientific research activity of Associate Professor Dr.
Kachev is dedicated to some of the most current issues related to the protection of
national security, the defense of the country and the preservation of order in it, not only
in our country, but also in all countries that are responsible for the order and protection
of the population under their jurisdiction. It concerns both the basic concepts, the legal
regulation, and the organization of work, mainly in the field of sports and security. A
significant place is devoted to psycho-physical training, personal defense and combat
sports. Research is devoted mainly to military personnel, but also to people outside this
system.

The presented scientific works are the personal work of the candidate. In this sense,
they meet the requirements for participation in a competition to obtain the academic
position of "professor”.



The attached statement of contributions correctly reflects the scientific and scientific-
applied achievements and their application in academic work and in management
activity. Their implementation in legislation and practice will contribute to increasing
the efficiency of the activities of the competent authorities related to the protection of
national security, defense and the preservation of order, which will be a recognition of
its efforts.

In 2002, he successfully defended his dissertation research and was awarded the

educational and scientific degree "doctor”, and in 2006 he held the academic position of
"associate professor".

III. ASSESSMENT OF THE SCIENTIFIC ACHIEVEMENTS AND
CONTRIBUTIONS IN THE PAPERS PROPOSED FOR REVIEW

1. In the monograph "Theory and Practice of Personal Protection", a complex of issues
related to personal protection are considered. As the author himself mentions, since
ancient times the innate and primary instinct for self-preservation in man has played a
leading role in the discovery of some defensive elements and offensive actions for self-
defense. In other words, this is the point of personal protection.

In its main part, the work is a scientific work, in accordance with the existing standards
and requirements, not only froma physical, but also from a psychophysical aspect, from
the point of view of preserving inviolability. More specifically, it is about the main
highlights of protective equipment, with a view to maintaining security and ensuring the
safety of the person concerned. The main aspects of security levels are revealed. Some
of the concepts are considered as general, and others as specific and relevant to the
matter under consideration.

It is important to note the presence of many historical data relating to the origin and
development of martial arts, in general and combat sports in particular. They are
fundamental to the maintenance of various types of combat sports systems, important
not only to ensure security, but also to the survival and safety of the individual.

It is also essential that the author treats the training with regard to personal protection
and especially the methodology with due respect.

It is focused on the objectives of applying personal protection techniques for law
enforcement and security services, for army units and military formations, as well as for
civil society.

It is also made clear in an unequivocal way that universal definitions do not exist, but
such can be used both for the purposes of training and for carrying out various scientific
studies and their application in practical activity. In this regard, the doctrinal views of
various authors have been analyzed. As it becomes clear, various processes related to
the subject under consideration, in the context of the protection of national security,
have been studied.



A special place in the development is devoted to the methods used to perform the
proposed analysis, as well as the standards for its presentation. It is about analysis and
synthesis, systematic and complex approach, pedagogical methods of learning,
statistical methods, induction and deduction, systematization, classification and analogy
of the obtained results.

As key to the research, we can define the fact that it is an author's research.

As we have already had the opportunity to note, the author also pays special attention
to the various methods used to achieve the results of the research. Quite in accordance
with the subject of the work, it is emphasized that the most important component of the
process of the issues under consideration is the person and his preparation, in terms of
personal protection. Doctrinal views are offered.

A distinctive feature of the study is that the author connects his perceptions with the
views of other authors regarding the definitions of the various concepts.

At this point, we allow ourselves to make two recommendations to the author of the
monograph. The first of them refers to the title of chapter one of the study "Theoretical
Aspects of Personal Protection". Bearing in mind that it also comments on issues related
to legal regulation, we suggest that in the next study on this issue, the name of the chapter
should be called "Theoretical and legal aspects of personal protection". Furthermore,
1.2.4. of this chapter is entitled "Legal-normative aspects, when using physical force in
unavoidable self-defense". Our recommendation regarding the name is related to the
fact that legal-normative, as an expression, means the same thing. That is why one of
the two should be used alternatively, i.e. legal or normative. Our proposal is "Legal
Aspects". Still in this connection, we will note that it is more correct to say unavoidable
defense instead of self-defense. The meaning of this expression is not only to protect
ourselves, but also third parties, if this is necessary. Of course, these are only
recommendations that in no way lower the level of work.

The researched issues are interconnected in such a way that not only do not lose
connection between them, but also to find a logical symbiosis both for the existing
problems and for the options for their solution at the different levels on such a significant
issue that under certain conditions, it can prove to be key to protecting our national
security.

The contributions in the monograph can be summarized as follows:

« first of all, we will note the examination of the main theoretical issues related to
personal protection and sports training, in the field of defense and the preservation of
order in the country. The evolution of these problems, refracted through the protection
of national security, can be perceived as a new formulation of the basic principles for
solving the existing problems, to which the author tries to offer new views;

« a detailed analysis and systematization of some of the doctrinal views of the various
authors related to national security and security in general has been done. In this regard,
descriptions of the main sources used to analyze these concepts as part of the threat to
the national security system are also proposed;

« the methodology used to carry out the research dedicated to physical training,
personal protection and sports, in general, can be used effectively both in teaching work
and by practical structures, with competencies in this activity. This is because the



methodology is relevant to the defense and law enforcement system in the country, in
the context of protecting national security;

« as essential, we can also define the further development of some of the theories and
statements dedicated to sports, in general and combat sports in particular. This in itself
shows the author's desire to search for innovative forms and guidelines to improve the
organization of work, with a view to overcoming problems and thus preventing
endangerment of national security from the point of view of inexperience or ignorance;

« It is important to note that a successful attempt has been made to collect in one place
both the main concepts accompanying the subject under consideration, as well as the
main normative acts and documents. In addition to directly regulating the issues
addressed, norms can also be used to achieve goals beyond the issues narrowly
addressed. In this way, the collected material can be used in the training of not only
students from higher schools and universities related to the protection of national
security, but also by specialists in practical structures;

All this gives the appearance of the monographic study, as a complex one, one can
define a very significant scientific and also practical-applied problem of importance to
both researchers and practical employees of the security sector.

2. The scientific report "On leadership in combat-applied techniques" is dedicated to
the requirement for the development of leadership qualities to ensure the successful
completion of the assigned task. In particular, it is about simulating the actions of a
special group, to solve a certain task related to the security of people or objects. This
fully corresponds to some of the main topics to which Assoc. Professor Kachev has
devoted his scientific research, namely compactness of groups and interchangeability of
its members, including its leader. Therefore, the special "combat" (in this case sports)
group is seen as a complex social system, capable to a greater or lesser extent of self-
organization and self-management.

The nature of the scientific development is determined by the proposed changes, with
a view to increasing the efficiency of the work, in the context of the national security
protection system.

The contributions in this publication can generally be defined as thinking in a new
way about the issues related to the development of leadership qualities and processes in
the field of student learning. The level of the work is also determined by the fact that
the author pays attention to the possibility of training in combat-applied techniques, to
provide an opportunity to increase the ability of each member of the group, to build
leadership qualities so that at some point he can replaced the formal leader of the group.

Similar to the monographic study, here it is also a matter of using a methodology to
achieve the goal. Although in a significantly more fragmented version, a theoretical
analysis was used to discuss the opinions and opinions of the trainees during the
research, which is sociometric in nature. In this way, special attention is paid to the
interpersonal relations of the group members. It is about the classes on applied combat
techniques.

In the publication, the candidate boldly addresses the issues related to leadership from
the point of view of sports training and the readiness of trainees to protect national



security in the country. We must note that the problems related in this way have
significance not only of a theoretical, but above all of a practical nature. In this way,
indirectly, the candidate for the academic position of "professor" once again tries to
indicate the specifics in the field of combat-applied training and its relation to the
protection of national security.

3. A successful addition to the overall research activity is the candidate's publication
related to the study of the psycho-physical state in combat-applied techniques. The
report is dedicated to the analysis of a specialized test related to self-confidence, activity
and mood, abbreviated SAN.

It is of scientific and practical value and relates to some of the main aspects of this
activity. Special attention was paid to the content of the training of students from the
"National Security" professional field, dealing with combat-applied techniques. It was
during this research, as the author himself expresses, that the need for its specialization
and modification arose, according to the specifics of the load in martial arts. This
author's approach is well argued, with the need to differentiate the different problems.
It is mainly focused on the main priorities.

Specific measures are also proposed to increase the efficiency of the work of the
specialized bodies, for the protection of national security and specifically the specialty
"Combating crime and the protection of public order", with the development and
experimentation of a modification of the test in question. The work is also tied to
surveying the students of the specialty. In this regard, we can define the contribution of
the publication as a new way of thinking, or more precisely, a rethinking of the level of
preparation in the field of combat sports application.

The rest of the publications are equal or smaller in volume, but not in importance. In
general, with his publications, the author shows us an affinity for sports and national
security, which are pressing issues in our time. As can be seen from the publications,
Prof. Dr. Ognyan Kachev uses intelligent and innovative means and approaches to
justify his ideas. We wouldn't just define this as a goal or over-theorizing. Rather, it is a
matter of knowing the problems and, very importantly, the views, of solving them both
in theoretical and practical aspects. This makes the various theses grounded and
underpinned. Presented simply and comprehensibly, they are useful for both specialists
and anyone interested in these issues. The proposed views are applicable and can serve
for reflection and scientific approaches, in the field of combating crime, maintaining
order and defense of the country, as part of the overall protection of national security
not only at the national, but also at the international level.

IV. PERSONAL IMPRESSIONS OF THE CANDIDATE'S WORK

I know Mr. Kachev only from his publications, which makes me unbiased in my
assessment of his qualities. It is clear from the list of publications that he has sustained
interests in research. However, the practical orientations that can be seen in many of
them are not to be neglected at all, which shows a successful combination of teaching
and research activities. This in itself helps to involve the trainees in the cause of
protecting national security and sports activities. His teaching and scientific activity, as



well as practical experience, also show a number of personal qualities necessary for
training.

The presence of publications in co-authorship also show that colleague Kachev can
work equally well both independently and in a team.

V. CONCLUSION
The teaching and management activity of Assoc. Dr. Ognyan Kachev, as well as the

scientific publications submitted for review, give me reason to CONVINCEDLY
recommend to the DEAR JURY to select and recommend him, with a view to occupying
the academic position of "professor” at the MARITIME HIGHER SCHOOL.
