Information about the competition:

The competition was announced by order LS-88/30.05.2023, of the NVNA Super-
intendent and published in the Official Gazette 51/13.06.2023.

Documents for participation in the competition were submitted by only one partic-
ipant - Associate Professor Ognyan Vassilev Kachev PhD - Associate Professor in
the "National Security" Department of the "Navigation" Faculty of NVNA.



1. Which papers from the ''List of Papers'' presented by the candidate are ac-
cepted for evaluation and review, being systematized into groups.

The publications submitted for review are:
- Habilitation thesis - published monograph in the relevant scientific area - 1;

- Scientific publications in non-refereed journals with scientific review or pub-
lished in edited collective volumes or in specialized publications for classified in-
formation - 23;

- Studies published in non-refereed peer-reviewed journals or published in edited
collective volumes — 1;

- Published chapter of a collective monograph — 1;
- Published university textbook or textbook that is used in the school network - 1.

The total number of scientific publications of the participant in the competition,
associate professor Ognyan Kachev, submitted for review is 27, including 20 inde-
pendent and 7 co-authored. All publications were published in national fo-
rums/editions (15 publications were presented at international conferences and fo-
rums, published in Bulgaria). One of the publications is in English.

According to the submitted Reference for original scientific contributions under
the requirements of Art. 53.5 of the Regulations for the Implementation of the Law
on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, no plagia-
rism in scientific works has been proven according to the law. I am not aware of
and have not received a signal of plagiarism or unreliability of the presented scien-
tific data.

The scientific publications and academic/scientific activities submitted for review,
classified according to the scientometric indicators, are evaluated quantitatively as
follows:

Carrying out the evaluation, I reduced the number of points by indicators compared
to the reference provided by the candidate, as follows: group G: from 225 to 220;
group D: from 120 to 105. Despite the introduced corrections, the amount is repre-
sentative, covers and exceeds the minimum national and university requirements
for holding the position of "Professor" and I estimate it as sufficient for participa-
tion in the competition for the occupation of the academic position of NVNA Pro-
fessor.

2. General characteristics of the candidate's research, scientific and applied
activity.

The publications submitted for participation in the competition by associate profes-
sor Ognyan Kachev present the results of the scientific research carried out by the
candidate from the field of "National Security" (self-defense). They can be grouped
in the following areas:

A/ Theoretical aspects and practical components of self-defense: for judicial au-
thorities and security services; for military formations; for civil society and the ci-
vilian population.

The publications of associate professor Ognyan Kachev are in non-refereed jour-
nals and publications with scientific review, which are included in the nationally
recognized reference list, which ensures visibility and legality.

The expert capacity of the candidate is presented in the CV, from which it is evi-
dent that the expertise of associate professor Ognyan Kachev in the field of the
competition significantly exceeds the academic requirements by fields and indica-
tors.

The candidate's style is academic, thorough, understandable and approachable.

The relevance of the work problems developed by associate professor Ognyan Ka-
chev in the scientific and applied science work problems proposed for review in
the competition stems from the need to expand the systematic scientific knowledge
about the specifics of adaptation and further development of modern scientific and
applied achievements in the field of education for use and above all the appropriate
application in a specific situation of the various components of the protection and
self-defense system as an element of the state's national security system - personal
security.



The research, teaching and pedagogical activity of the candidate in the competi-
tion, associate professor Ognyan Kuchev, is mainly aimed at the field of expansion
by updating and modernizing scientific knowledge about the essence and content
elements of the self-defense system, analysis and evaluations of the dynamic func-
tioning of the system for self-defense, current opinions and attitudes regarding or-
ganizational and technological aspects in the self-defense process. The presented
results characterize Associate Professor Ognyan Kachev as a scientist and re-
searcher seeking the efficacy of real results by further developing the concepts of
the use of appropriate special combat techniques for defense and active physical
impact on opponents.

3. Evaluation of the pedagogical preparation and activity of the candidate:

The teaching activity of the candidate includes both training: in two educational
qualification degrees of higher education (they provide the training of the students
of the specialties "National and Regional Maritime Security", "Ship Management",
"Ship Engineers" and NVNA cadets in the specialties "Navigation ", "Ship Engi-
neers", "Naval Communicator and Radio Technical Systems", "Cyber Operations",
"Mechatronics", "Logistics of the Naval Forces", as well as in a wide range of spe-

cialties for students in Higher Schools), as well as for qualification of specialists in
the field of self-defense.

The level of his textbooks and developments is high.
4. Main scientific and scientific-applied contributions:

The main contributions of the candidate are of a scientific and scientifically ap-
plied nature and can be summarized in several main thematic areas:

1. Further development of the theory and practice of scientific research through
generalized and extended theoretical statements

- A modern methodology of training on the application of self-defense techniques
by the authorized entities of the security and safety services, the police and army
formations, as well as by civilians, is presented;

- a specialized program was proposed for the formation of motor skills and habits
of cadets and students during sailing practice;

- A model of a new adaptive system for ongoing control and assessment of the
physical abilities of NVNA students and cadets;

- A methodology for survival in extreme situations has been developed;



- The specialized test "SAM" (self-esteem-activity-mood) was adapted and modi-
fied for the performance of combat-applied techniques by students and cadets;

- An experimental methodology has been proposed using additional special exer-
cises for flexibility in order to improve the effectiveness of the implementation of
self-defense techniques;

- A method of loading with elastic resistance for the development of self-defense
techniques has been approved, including eccentric training of the musculature and
loading at maximum speed of single movements.

II. Creating a neat system of theoretical summaries and propositions:

- a classification of the techniques for self-defense from a medical point of view is
proposed, which can serve in the preparation of examinations by specialists and
experts in the field of forensic medicine, as well as in establishing facts and causal
relationships in forensic examinations;

- A model for improving the individual style in personal defense training classes is
proposed using the classification of sparring elements and the results of the analy-
sis of martial arts;

_ A classification of self-defense techniques was carried out according to the dam-
ages taking into account the affected vital areas, severity and consequences.

II1. The knowledge about:

- the areas of the vital zones and points in the anatomical, physiological and mental
aspects of the human body and the techniques for striking them with impact and
blocking parts for self-defense were studied in depth;

- the practical competences for psychophysical preparedness, which allow ade-
quate and effective use of self-defense techniques when escaping from adverse
natural, social and household dangers, as well as for countering threats to the per-
sonal safety and security of the individual, are derived.

5. What specifically is the significance of the contributions to science and
practice? Has there already been an implementation and what is the effect of
it. Are there citations of the candidate's works at home and abroad?

In the materials submitted to us for review, the application of the results of the sci-
entific research and pedagogical activity of the candidate associate professor
Ognyan Kachev is evident. The presented reference for citations shows the signifi-
cance of the developed scientific problems.

6. Assessment to what extent the contributions belong to the candidate.



The candidate in the competition - associate professor Ognyan Kachev is the main
author in the majority of the joint publications.

I consider that the publications are the independent work of the candidate and suc-
cessfully defend the claims of scientific and scientifically applied contributions.

I have no joint publications with the candidate.
7. Critical notes on the peer-reviewed works.
Some critical remarks can also be made to the materials submitted for review:

- in most of the publications poresented in the competition, I did not find a state-
ment about the degree of elaboration of the scientific problems, where the absence
of a clear boundary between the existing approaches and the contribution of the
author in the researched field is assumed. This objectively made it difficult to de-
fine scientific contributions, without reducing their scientific value;

- the author has proposed a number of methodologies, methods, tests in the subject
area, for which, unfortunately, no verification has been shown. Only the approba-
tion of an elastic resistance loading method for the development of self-defense
techniques is shown. Le. when selecting the publication activity, the applicant con-
sidered it necessary to provide more practical-applied research instead of less, but
reflecting all phases - from defining the scientific problem, research, proposing a
solution, application and evaluation of the effect;

- the main part of the published scientific works unfortunately concern a strictly
specific audience, which narrows the possibilities of associate professor Ognyan
Kachev for active participation in scientific exchange, presentation and defense of
innovative scientific ideas, because practice is a measure of the credibility of sci-
ence. In this regard it is very important the creation of a school, followers in the
direction "National security" (self-defense) at Naval Academy given the specifics
of the students/cadets.

I hope and recommend Associate Professor Ognyan Kachev to continue his ambi-
tious scientific research and the implementation of the achieved scientific results.
Because the "scientific approach" should guide and support the "practice", of
which he is a worthy example!

The indicated gaps do not reduce the value of the results presented for the competi-
tion by associate professor Ognyan Kachev, proving his ability to successfully de-
velop independently and in a team issues important for the theory and practice of
public security in a dynamically changing environment.



8. Personal impressions and opinion of the reviewer on other aspects of the

candidate's activity; as a leader (member) of a scientific team, as a creative
implementer.

I personally know the candidate in the competition from the time of his military
service, when he left an excellent impression as an active, knowledge-seeking of-
ficer with high educational and scientific potential.

9. Has a creative environment been created to transfer the accumulated expe-
rience and knowledge to younger colleagues; a group; follower, etc.; number

of supervised doctoral students; number of methodologically guided assis-
tants.

Associate Professor Ognyan Kachev is well located in the creative environment of
the "National Security" (self-defense) scientific area. The information provided
about participation in projects shows his desire to methodically guide and support
physical training in the institution as a prerequisite for the formation of self-
defense qualities. There is no information on supervising doctoral students and as-
sistants.

10. Conclusion

The documentation and scientific production submitted by the candidate in the
competition, associate professor Ognyan Vasilev Kachev, meet the requirements of
the concerned national legislation.

My assessment of the scientific works of associate professor Ognyan Vasilev Ka-
chev, PhD the only participant in a competition for the occupation of one academic
position "professor" (announced in the Official Gazette, 51/13.06.2023) in the pro-
fessional area 9.1. "National security", academic disciplines: "Theory and practice
of self-defense", "Special tactics of self-defense during terrorist acts", "Fundamen-
tals of topography and survival in extreme situations" - is ""positive'".
