1. General characteristics of the research and scientific-applied work of the
candidate
In this competition for acquiring the academic title "Associate professor” there is
one candidate — Associate professor Dr. Ognian Vasilev Kachev. The submitted
documents comply with the requirements of the Law for the Development of the
Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (ZRASRB), the Regulations for its
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implementation for the academic position "Professor”, as well as the Regulations of
Nikola Vaptsarov Naval Academy for the implementation of ZRASRB.

27 scientific papers were presented for review, published after the successful
defense of a doctoral dissertation and successful participation in a competition for the
academic position of "Associate professor" are submitted for review. More than half of
them (21 issues) were developed independently, and 7 were co-authored and include:
one monograph; 23 scientific publications in non-refereed peer-reviewed journals or
published in edited collective volumes, one of which is in English; one study published
in non-refereed peer-reviewed journals, one published chapter of a collective
monograph; a published university textbook that is used on the school network with a
total volume of about 430 pages.

I accept the works proposed for review, as they correspond to the subject area of
the announced competition, have not been submitted for participation in other
competitions for the awarding of scientific degrees and titles, and have not been
reviewed so far. An exception to this list is the published chapter of a collective
monograph, indicated under No. 27. in the summaries of the works of Associate
Professor Dr. Kachev, Defense in combat-applied techniques, since the publication is
from 2004, i.e. one year before his habilitation as an associate professor. I estimate the
number of posts to be representative and quite sufficient to enter a "Professor" contest.

The publications with which Associate Professor Dr. Ognyan Kachev participates
in the announced competition are a reflection of his scientific interests in the field of
higher education 9. "Security and Defense", professional direction 9.1. "National
security" and cover current problems from the theory and practice of national security
and in particular personal protection, on which the candidate works purposefully and
systematically.

Among them, developments dedicated to various aspects of security and defense
with an emphasis on acquiring personal protection capabilities stand out. They are in the
context of the psycho-physical training in the military professional activity of the
servicemen of the Naval Forces (Navy) to achieve interoperability according to NATO

standards and the staffing of the Naval Forces. In the scientific publications presented at

the competition, these issues are analyzed systematically and in an original way, and
serious and in-depth knowledge of their current state and key development trends is
convincingly demonstrated.

The titles submitted for review meet the requirements and standards for academic
publications, clearly distinguishing the author's approaches, methods, analyses,
evaluations and ideas.

The evaluated works are published in specialized scientific publications. The
candidate's language is academic and thorough, but accessible, which is a virtue and a
necessary requirement for good teaching.

In its totality, the scientific developments of Associate Professor Dr. Kachev
correspond to the theme of the announced competition and present him as a consistent
researcher with a pronounced disciplinary orientation in the broad field of national
security and more specifically in the field of personal protection. It is an undoubted
merit that some of the reviewed titles, such as topics and problems, are part of the
academic disciplines taught by Associate Professor Kuchev and are offered to students
as educational literature.

The overall analysis of the candidate's output shows that he is an established
teacher and researcher on these issues for the Bulgarian conditions, and the titles
submitted for review fully meet the academic requirements and standards.

The reference on the fulfillment of the minimum national requirements for
occupying the academic position of "professor” in the field of higher education 9.
"Security and defense", professional direction 9.1. "National security" for Assoc. Dr.
Ognyan Kachev shows 770 points, against the required 550.

2. Assessment of the candidate's andragogical preparation and work

According to the reference presented in the competition documents, the candidate
has 20 years of experience as a subject teacher in the professional direction of the
competition. In 2005, he acquired the academic position of nagsociate professor” at the
"Vasil Levski" National Sports Academy and led classes in academic disciplines
directly related to the topic of the announced competition, covering the required hours

for the annual academic workload.



A convincing argument for his professional training and competence to teach on
topics and problems from the problematics specified in the competition is the unyielding
consistency with which, over the years, he has expanded and deepened his knowledge
and competences in various dimensions of the theory and practice of personal and
national security. Ognyan Kachev has a master's degree in physical education and sports
and has successfully defended his dissertation for the educational and scientific degree
doctorate in "Sports Pedagogy", as well as a number of additional specializations and
qualifications. To these proofs of in-depth theoretical and practical training should be
added the merits of his experience as a teacher and his public commitment as a
municipal councilor in the Municipal Council — Varna.

All this - knowledge plus experience in the field of teaching physical education
and sports, combined with its methodological preparation, presupposes a successful
handling of the responsibilities of the claimed academic position.

3. Main scientific results and contributions

The scientific and teaching work of Prof. Dr. Ognyan Kachev is focused on some
of the important aspects of the undoubtedly complex, current and significant issues in
the fundamental scientific field of security and defense. I accept the candidate's proposal
that the research results and related contributions in the publications submitted for
evaluation be structured in three main directions:

Theoretical ~aspects and practical ~components of personal protection
psychophysical training and related contributions (publications 2; 6; 21; 23; 24; 25 and
27

Advancing Security Education and Research Methodology in Higher Education
and Related Contributions (Publications 2; 7:9; 10; 15; 17; 22; 28).

Trends in development of morphological, physiological, mental and physical
components of the human body in relation to its personal defense competencies and
related contributions (Publications 3:4;5;8;11;12; 13; 14; 18; 19; 20; 26).

The significance of Assoc. Dr. Kachev's achievements lies primarily in their
theoretical and practical usefulness for their effective application in the field of personal

protection. They contain evidence of achieved scientific-research and theoretical-
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practical results. In the scientific works, both models for analysis and synthesis of new
theoretical statements in the subject area, as well as methods for adaptation and further
development of modern scientific and scientific-applied achievements in the field of
personal protection and security are proposed.

It is obvious that within the framework of a normative opinion limited in its
volume it is difficult to give a concrete assessment of all the contributions indicated by
the applicant, therefore I will express my support for the way they are formulated and
taxonomized, and I will allow myself to emphasize the contributions in the habilitation
work of Associate Professor Dr. Kachev, as a representative scientific result of his many
years of practical and creative efforts. The following stand out among them:

- The enriched theoretical and practical aspects in the knowledge of the
application of personal protection, allowing adequate and effective use of personal
protection techniques when a person comes out of adverse natural, social and domestic
hazards, as well as threats to personal safety and security.

- The proposed classification of personal protection techniques from a medical
point of view, which can be used in the preparation of examinations by specialists and
experts in the field of forensic medicine, as well as in the establishment of facts and
causal relationships in forensic examinations.

It can be reasonably assessed that the mentioned contributions are a personal
achievement of the candidate, they represent theoretical summaries of essential
importance for the theory and practice of personal and national security, supplementing
and concretizing various aspects of personal protection. They synthesize and present a
body of knowledge that can be successfully used to train specialists in the field of
security and defense - students, trainees, researchers from the sector of national security
protection, defense and public order. That is what the 15 citations mentioned also testify
to.

4. Critical notes for the presented works

I have no critical comments on the works submitted for review that would change
the significance of the contributions mentioned. Without looking for significant

discrepancies with my subjective positions in the overall construction of the scientific
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research works proposed for review, I would recommend Assoc. Dr. Kachev to
diversify the formulation of the scientific questions he researches, to convey the
accumulated theoretical and practical experience in his future work through the
guidance of doctoral students and to continue to seek wider international recognition of
their developments, through publications abroad and in international forums.

5. Statement on the presence or absence of plagiarism

Within my competencies and available sources, I have not found plagiarism in
the submitted publications. I have no information that non-anonymous and
motivated written signals of plagiarism were received in the course of the procedure.

6. Conclusion

The evaluation of the presented documentation and scientific production, the
scientific and applied results identified in them, give me the reason to claim that
Associate Professor Dr. Ognyan Kachev is the convincing candidate for the academic
position of "Professor" in the Department of "National Security" at the Faculty of
Nikola Vaptsarov Naval Academy Varna.

I give my positive assessment to the scientific works of Assoc. Professor Doctor
Ognian Vasilev Kachev and I vote "FOR" his election as an "Professor" in the field of

higher education 9. "Security and Defense", professional area 9.1. "National Security".
